CARTE BLANCHE MEAL PLAN + $100 Captain’s Cash ~ $1321 per semester
This plan includes 19 meals per week in our all-you-care-to-gat Skyhawk Dining Hall and
$100 in Captain’s Cash per semester o use at any dining location on campus. This plan
offers the lowest cost per meal and guarantees meals on a regular basis.

15 MEAL PLAN —+ $80 Captain’s Cash §1262 per semester
This plan includes 15 meals per week in our all-you-care-to-eat Skyhawk Dining Hall and
580 in Captain’s Cash per semester to use at any dining location on campus. This plan is
designed for the person who rarely eats breakfast or who is absent from campus on
wegkends.

10 MEAL PLAN + $200 Captain’s Cash $§1277 per semester
This plan includes 10 meals per week in our all-you-care-to-eat Skyhawk Dining Hall and
$200 in Captain’s Cash per semester o use at any dining location on campus. This plan
is for the light eater or the student who may skip a meal during the day and travels on
the weekends. The student may also enjoy an occasional snack or meal from one of our
retail locations on campus.

5 MEAL PLAN + $475 Captain’s Cash $1105 per semester
This plan includes 5 meals per week in our all-you-care-to-eat Skyhawk Dining Hall and
$475 in Captain’s Cash per semester fo use at any dining location on campus. This plan
is for students whose schedules only permit them to eat in the Dining Hall once a day and
who enjoy dining more frequently at one of our retail locations on campus.

70-BLOCK MEAL PLAN + $600 Captain’s Cash $1172 per semester
This meal plan allows students to eat 70 meals per semester in our all-you-care-to-eat
Skyhawk Dining Hall and $600 in Captain’s Cash per semester fo use at any dining
location on campus. This plan is for the student who would like to eat atf the retail
locations often and also have meals at their disposal when they want to eat in the
Skyhawk Dining Hall throughout the semester.
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*Note: All incoming freshmen with 30 hours or less who are living in University residential
housing are required to purchase a meal plan for each of their first TWO (2) semesters.
Freshmen may choose from one of these meal plans (Carte Blanche, 15, 10, 5, or 70
Block).

MEAL PLANS OFFERED TO THE UPPERCLASSMEN AND COMMUTERS

100 BLOCK MEAL PLAN + $130 Captain’s Cash $715 per semester

This meal plan allows students to eat 100 meals per semester in our all-you-care-to-eat
Skyhawk Dining Hall and $130 in Captain’s Cash per semester to use at any dining
location on campus. This plan is for the student who would like to eat at the retail locations
often and also have meals at their disposal when they want to eat in the Skyhawk Dining
Hall throughout the semester.

75 BLOCK MEAL PLAN + $100 Captain’s Cash $560 per semester

This meal plan allows students to eat 75 meals per semester in our all-you-care-to-eat
Skyhawk Dining Hall and $100 in Captain’s Cash per semester to use at any dining
location on campus. This plan is for the student who would like o eat at the retail locations
often and also have meals at their disposal when they want to eat in the Skyhawk Dining
Hall throughout the semester.

50 BLOCK MEAL PLAN + $60 Captain’s Cash $380 per semester

This meal plan allows students to eat 50 meals per semester in our all-you-care-to-eat
Skyhawk Dining Hall and $60 in Captain’s Cash per semester to use at any dining location
on campus. This plan is for the student who would like to eat at the refail locations often
and also have meals af their disposal when they want to eat in the Skyhawk Dining Hall
throughout the semester.

The Captain’s Cash Meal Plans are for the students who would like fo eat at any dining
location on campus.

There is a $30 processing fee
built in the cost of each Captain’s Cash Meal Plan.

*Freshmen may select one of these Captain’s Cash meal plans only if they have already met
the minimum freshmen meal plan requirements. This Captain’s Cash meal plan would only
be in addition to their original meal plan.

* Note: Upperclassmen and commuters are allowed to purchase any meal plan at their
discrefion.

Meal Cards

Here at UTM Dining Services we believe that eating at one of our many locations
should be as stress-free as possible. Therefore, we don’t require you fo carry a separate,
easy to forget, card just for our dining services. All the necessary information will be
conveniently located on your Skyhawk ID card. This allows you to have the purchasing
power equivalent o the meal plan selected without the burden or worry of canrying cash.
You may use your Skyhawk 1D Card at any of our dining locations on campus.

The Skyhawk Dining Hall is open to serve you Monday through Thursday, 7:00am to
7:00pm, Friday, 7:00am to 6:00pm, and limited hours for Brunch and Dinner on the
weekends. In addition to Carte Blanche, 15, 10, or 5 meals per week or 100, 75, 70,
or 50 Block Meals per semester you have allotted with your meal plan, you are welcome
to utilize your Captain’s Cash (declining balance) in the Dining Hall at anytime. You may
also use your Captain’s Cash at any of our locations to include the retail brands inside
the Food Court, such as Chick-Fil-A, Sandella’s Flatbread Café, and our newest concept
Mein Bowl, featuring Authentic Asian Cuisine and Sushi. Your Captain’s Cash is also
handy for making purchases in JW’s Market which is UTM's convenience store located
in the University Center offering groceries, beverages, snack items, candies, ice cream
treats, ICEE’s, toilefries, Simply+To-Go menu items, balloons, and other miscellangous
items. You may also want to pick up something for breakfast or lunch, a drink or a snack
at Simply<To«Go, our satellite operation located in Gooch Hall. Simply<To«Go offers a
variety of gourmet sandwiches, salads, bakery items, hot microwaveable meals,
vegetarian entrees, yogurt parfaits, vegetable cups, hot soups, and much more that are
prepared fresh daily. There is also an assortment of chips, beverages, desserts and
freshly brewed Seattle’s Best Coffee. Last, you may need that fresh cup of Seattle’s Best
coffee or an espresso drink, along with a freshly baked pastry, at Captain’s Coffee,
located in the Paul Meek Library. Captain’s Coffee also offers a variety of Island Oasis
Smoothies. After making a purchase in one of our many dining locations on campus, the
amount will be deducted from your meal plan’s “Captain’s Cash”.

FAQ’s (Frequently Asked Questions)

Q: AS A FRESHMAN, WHAT MEAL PLANS MAY | CHOOSE FROM?

A: Al incoming freshmen with 30 eamed hours or less who are living in University
residential housing are required fo purchase a meal plan for each of their first TWO (2)
semesters. Transfer students with less than 30 earned credit hours are also required fo
purchase a meal plan for TWO (2) semesters. Freshmen may choose from any plan
listed under the Meal Plan Pricing & Information section with the exception of the
Upperclassmen and Commuter Block Meal Plans.

Q: ARE THERE ANY FOOD OPTIONS FOR MY SPECIAL NEEDS?

A: YES. Special needs such as dietary, religion, work, or class conflicts should be brought
fo the atfention of the Dining Services Office. We will do whatever we can to assist you.
Q: WILL MY MISSED MEALS DURING THE WEEK CARRY QOVER?

A: NO. Ifyou miss a meal during the week or do not eat all of the meals (Carte Blanche,
15, 10, or 5) you are entitled to within any given week, the meal(s) WILL NOT carry over
into the following week. Meal periods run from Monday morning to Sunday evening. Any
meals not eaten during that week are not transferable or refundable.

Q: WILL MY BLOCK MEALS CARRY OVER AT SEMESTER'S END?

A: NO. If you do not eat all of the block meals (100, 75, 70, or 50) you are entitled
to within any given semester, the meal(s) WILL NOT carry over into the following
semester. Any meals not eaten during that semester are not fransferable or refundable.
Q: WHAT IS CAPTAIN'S CASH?

A: Captain’s Cash is the declining balance part of your meal plan that can be spent af
the customer’s discretion in all dining operations. It operates very much like a check
book or a debit card balance. As the money is spent in places such as the Food Court,
JW’s Market, Simply+To«Go, and Captain’s Coffee, the purchases are subtracted from
the beginning balance. Your Captain’s Cash can also be used in the Dining Hall in
addition to the meal portion of your meal plan.

Q: DOES MY CAPTAIN'S CASH CARRY OVER AT SEMESTER'S END?

A: YES. Any Captain’s Cash not used at the end of the fall semester will “roll over”
fo the spring semester upon the purchase of a meal plan for the second semester.
However, Captain’s Cash is non- refundable. Any Captain’s Cash will be lost if not used
by the end of the school year.

Q: WHAT DO | RECEIVE WITH MY MEALS IN THE SKYHAWK DINING HALL?

A: The Skyhawk Dining Hall is “all-you-care-to-eat” for every meal. We welcome you
to eat as much as you wish, but we do encourage you to please eat what you take. You
also receive a cool Enviromug with your meal plan for use of refills and “o-go” drinks
during any meal period in the Dining Hall.

Q: ARE TAKE-OUT MEALS ALLOWED IN THE SKYHAWK DINING HALL?

A: Take-out meals are permitted af all meal periods. Take-out meals consist of one (1)
entrée and four (4) sides. We are a Styrofoam free dining facility; therefore
eco-friendly reusable carry-out containers are available for purchase at the registers.
Sitting in the Dining Hall with a carry-out container is not permitted. You must exit the
Dining Hall when using the carry-out containers.
